DISTRICT 03-301 COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

November 13, 2007

1. Cathy E. opened the meeting opened at 5:30 pm with the Serenity Prayer.  

2. Lin Marie D. presented information on Concept 11.  Terry C. read Concept 11.

3. Dee Dee F. read Tradition 11.

4. Welcome, Introductions and Gratitude Statements

5.  Secretary’s report-Kyle reminded the group to make sure to sign in and update any changed email addresses.  Limited copies of the minutes are available on the back table.  Motion to approve minutes as written.  Motion was seconded.  Unanimous vote to approve.  Kyle also reported as the Assembly Chair that she made the final report to the assembly in Glendale, which was very well received.  Kyle attended as the Alt. GSR for the Women’s Solutions Group since the GSR had to resign.  Kyle reminded the district that the district voted to cover Kyle’s expenses to the assembly, but due to the current state of the district funds, Kyle requested that the Women’s group reimburse for expenses which they agreed to do so Kyle will not be requesting reimbursement from the district.  Kyle thanked the district again for allowing her to be of service in this way.

6. Treasurer’s report-Abbie provided written report for this month.  We have an available balance of $2324.31 in the checking account which includes the $1000 prudent reserve so we have available funds to use today of $1324.31.  Continued lengthy discussion regarding where certain items are located on the new treasurer’s report to accurately reflect all assets (namely the $1000 CD).  There was a motion to approve the Treasurers report as presented with corrections to be forthcoming.  Motion was seconded and all were in favor.

7. District Elections:  Cathy E. reported that Dennis H. and Bob C. were not available to conduct elections so she asked Lin Marie D. as DCMC and non-voting member of the district to conduct elections.  Lin Marie D. read out of the district guidelines the modified Third Legacy Process and asked for questions.  With none raised, election process began. (Secretary note:  Each position is bolded and the elected individual is bolded due to the large number of names that will be listed to accurately reflect the election process.)

A. DCM:  Ron B. nominated Kyle H.  Ken S. Seconded.  Kyle accepted the nomination.  There were no additional nominations.  Betty H. moved to close nominations and Brad seconded. All were in favor.  Kyle H. qualified for the position and is elected by acclimation.

B. Alt. DCM:  Cathy E. nominated Jack W.  Keith seconded.  Jack reported he is not available.  Kyle H. nominated Betty H.  Cathy E. Seconded.  Betty accepted the nomination.  Abbie C. nominated Ken S.  Cathy E. seconded.  Ken declined, as he is not available.  Ken S. nominated Karen S.  Rodney seconded.  Karen declined.  Cathy E. nominated Ron B.  Kyle H. seconded.  Ron declined, as he is interested in a coordinator position.  Ron B. then moved to close nominations and Keith seconded.  Betty qualified and is elected by acclimation. 

C. Treasurer-Betty nominated Keith A.  Kyle H. seconded. Keith accepted the nomination.  Betty moved to close nominations and all were in favor.  Keith qualified and is elected by acclimation. 

D. Secretary-Cathy E. nominated Dee Dee F.  Jack W. seconded.  Dee Dee declined as unavailable.  Ken S. nominated Rodney Y.  Cathy E. seconded.  Rodney declined, as he is interested in continuing in the PI coordinator position.  Kyle H. nominated Karen S.  Rodney Y. seconded.  Karen declined, as she is interested in a coordinator position.  Jack W. nominated Suzanne W. Kyle H. seconded.  Suzanne declined as unavailable.  Cathy E. nominated Terry C.  Ron B. seconded.  Terry declined as he is still healing from his health concerns.  Lin Marie D. then suggested that the position be moved to December meeting.  All were in favor.
E. DCMC-Lin Marie D. reminded the group that if there were a nominee from 03-301, she would then forward that information to the 2 voting members in 03-300 since this position is voted on by both districts.  Cathy E. nominated Brad M.  Brad declined.  Jack W. nominated Cathy E.  Cathy E. declined as she has been elected to an area coordinator position.  Ken S. nominated Ron B.  Kyle seconded.  Ron declined.  Lin Marie suggested that this position be moved to December.  All were in favor.
F. CPC Coordinator-Ron B. nominated Suzanne W.  Jack W. seconded.  Suzanne declined.  No other nominations voiced.  Position moved to December.
G. Treatment Coordinator-Kyle H. nominated Ron B.  Ken seconded.  Ron accepted the nomination.  Betty moved to close nominations, which was unanimously approved.  Ron thanked the group and reported he is going to be looking for an alternate, as he may be moving during the rotation.  Ron elected by acclimation.

H. Grapevine Coordinator-Ron B. nominated Abbie C.  Jack W. seconded.  Abbie declined.  No other nominations voiced.  Cathy E. agreed to contact Julie to see if she is interested in continuing next rotation or not.  Position moved to December.
I. Public Information Coordinator-Ron B. nominated Rodney Y.  Karen S. seconded.  Rodney accepted the nomination.  Kyle moved to close nominations, which was unanimously approved.  Rodney elected by acclimation.  He expressed gratitude to the district for the election.
J. Corrections Coordinator-Prior to election process there was a question about whether or not the person being nominated had to be at the meeting.  Cathy E. expressed that according to the guidelines, yes the person had to be at the meeting to express interest and qualify, Jack W. reported that Susan B. from Williams is interested and will come to the December meeting.  Cathy E. also stated she will contact Frank to see if he wants to continue.  She reported she had talked to Rhonda who stated to her she is not interested in continuing next rotation.  All agreed to move this position to December so that Susan can come to the meeting.
K. Remote Communities Coordinator-Kyle H. nominated Karen S.  Jack W. seconded.  Karen accepted the nomination.  Kyle H. moved to close nominations.  Brad seconded.  All were in favor.  Karen qualified and expressed she is very excited about this position and is elected by acclimation.

To recap, all positions elected will begin rotation on January 2008.  Positions that will be moved to election in December are Secretary, DCMC, CPC Coordinator, Grapevine Coordinator, and Corrections Coordinator.

9. DCMC report was passed out and reviewed.  Lin Marie informed the group that the Box 459’s are available.  She reviewed the elections from the assembly and informed all she was elected to the Area CPC Coordinator.  She also thanked the group for allowing her to be of service.

10. Alt DCM/GSR/Coordinator reports:

1. Taylor G.-Young Peoples-He was elected at the last business meeting to be the GSR.  They are gaining support and attendance is increasing.

They are looking at the name and are trying to unite and re-unite past members to increase attendance.  The business meeting will still be the last Wednesday of the month.  They will notify Intergroup of the name change and get listed in the meeting list.  He also thanked the group for the well wishes, card, prayers and support during his illness.

3. Suzanne W.-Agape-Group is doing well.  They have a core group of people who are faithful.

4. Keith A.-Winners Podium-The meeting is doing well.  Home group membership is very small.

5. Kyle H.- Kyle attended the assembly as the Alt. GSR for the Women’s Solutions Group as the GSR has had to resign.  The group is looking for a new GSR.

6. Jack W.-Williams Group-6th annual Winter Potluck is 12/8.  Lori B. is speaking.  The group is doing well.
